Flintridge Sacred Heart Priory in La Canada
Flintridge, CA has been a sacred gathering
place for Dominican Sisters and laity, the
peopl e of SabnddtherBede’' s pe
Congregations for over 75 years. In 1931, at
the recommendation of Archbishop James
Cantwell, the Dominican Sisters purchased
the former Flintridge Biltmore Hotel as a site
for a new boarding school. Trusting in God
to provide, three Sisters walked up the hill
with a statue of the Blessed Virgin Mary and
a five dollar bill. Since that day, thousands
of young women have come up the hill to
form community, pray, study and serve.

Sister Carolyn McCormack serves as the Prioress of
the community and President of the Academy. She
says,” Al |  Ar ecouM/eelthe themesong for
our ministry on the hill. Thanksgiving and
Christmas gatherings of many Dominicans in the
Los Angeles area are annual events. Lay
Dominicans and other Religious regularly come to
Flintridge for retreats and days of reflection.”
Sisters Carolyn and Jane Rudolph are actively
involved in the Association of Women Religious and
serve on the Coordinating Committee, whose goal
is to gather all religious women of different
congregations within the archdiocese of Los
Angeles for prayer, study and collaboration.

Sister Celeste Marie is the Principal of the
Academy and is responsible for the academic
and co-curricular programs. Her dedicated
faculty of Sisters and lay colleagues provide
leadership for this critical and important aspect
of the school. The mission statement highlights
the school as a Dominican Catholic, college-
preparatory schoolt h aducatés young

The young women at Flintridge and their
families make Flintridge a special place that
promotes the Dominican charism and values.

Community life at Flintridge is
enriched by the diverse experiences the
Sisters have in their daily ministries.

For the past fifty years, the community at
Flintridge has enjoyed a positive collaborative
relationship with the Franciscan Capuchins
who staff Saint Francis High School just down
the hill from the Priory. The Capuchins come
twice weekly to celebrate Eucharist with the
Sisters and a small group of lay colleagues---
continuing the long tradition of friendship
between the two Orders.
